	The meeting was joined by Will Spurgeon and Graham Talbot who wish to ask the views of the group on the Inclusion Strategy that is currently being developed.
Will introduced the reasons behind the strategy and what it meant for young people in MK. He explained to the group that for too long MK has not had a clear vision of what it wants to do to improve the lives of vulnerable young people. He asked the group to provide their answers to five questions (copy attached). The groups answers are bullet pointed below:
Question One

The group had a discussion around help being available in schools for those that are just doing ‘ok’, the majority felt that you got help if you were in top or bottom groups but not if you are in the middle. 

The fact that not all schools offer the same help and facilities was discussed and it was mentioned that every school should offer the same as a minimum.
Teaching Assistants is some schools were helpful and assisted any student that needed their help and some student struggled to get an Assistant to help them in the first place.

	Question Two

The group was split on its answer with some saying that separate schools benefit the young people and some saying that it isolates them.

Graham Talbot was invited by the group to visit schools within MK to see for himself the difference in facilities and resources that are on offer.

The entire group agreed however that the young person involved should be given a choice.

Question Three

One member pointed out that statistics need to be looked at as they can give false information. Graham confirmed that he understands that sometimes the statistics can possibly distort the real information.

The group added that stereotyping was a problem.
Question Four

The group stated that the Council needed to look at where money was spent, MK has waited 4 yrs for a particular stretch of path yet it is now being created during the recession – we could have waited a bit longer.
The group stated the money for young people should not be cut, but they need to ensure theta they are getting better value for money.
